The points and level of detail given below are those which a lower-grammar student might be expected to know from his
reading, though he may not include every detail. You may also use these points to prompt your student.

The Life of Muhammad

1. Where was Muhammad born?
Muhammad was born in Mecca, a city in Arabia.

2. What was Muhammad’s childhood like?
Muhammad’s parents were poor people, though it is believed that they were descended from Arabian princes. They died
when Muhammad was still a child. The boy grew up under the care of a kind uncle named Abu Talib, who brought him
up in the trade of merchants and camel drivers.

3. Whom did Muhammad marry?
Muhammad married a rich widow. Her name was Khadijah.

4. What did Muhammad believe happened to him in a cave near Mount Hira?
Muhammad believed that the angel Gabriel visited him in a cave near Mount Hira and revealed the religion, Islam,
which he later taught to his followers.

5. Where did Muhammad eventually settle with his followers, and what did he teach about “unbelievers”?
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Muhammad preached Islam and won many converts in Medina, where he eventually settled with his followers. He
taught that it was right to spread Islam by force of arms and to make war against unbelievers.
